I have sent "The World of Miracles" via Yahoo.

The book consisted of seven chapters:

The 1st one is on the supposed Revelation.

The 2nd refutes the notion that Muhammad was illiterate.

The 3rd analyses the question of Prophet's oblivion, abrogation in Qur'an, alteration in Qur'an, and the satanic verses.

The 4th relates the deference of readings among SAHABAH (the Companions of the Prophet).

The 5th and the 6th are about how the Qur'an was recorded.

The 7th (the last) the author shows that the Qur'an has no miracle in his language, even in some passages there are very serious imperfections in style and grammar.

The printed book has defect in its format, in many pages the footnotes of the page are placed on the next page. This disorder - as I think- is due to the fact that the book has been prepared by typewriter (e.g.: pp 14, 20, 24, 212, and 213).

So, I have made 2 files:

THE FIRST one is the format of the original book;

THE SECOND is Word file, where I have added the footnotes by using Insert Footnote). Also, in this file, I have put the index in the beginning of the file, and numeration of it according to the file itself. As well, I added 3.
